
What to Know About Summer Reading 

Reading Contest Rules 

 Registration is June 3rd through July 19th.  

 Reading minutes may be turned in beginning Monday, June 3rd. The last day to turn in minutes is Saturday, July 20th. 

 KIDS (AGES 0-5) PRIZES: 60 minutes each week  

 That’s 10 minutes a day for 6 days to reach a benchmark!  

 READsquared will notify you when you reach a benchmark. Prizes can be picked up at the front desk. 

 KIDS (AGES 6-9) PRIZES: 100 minutes each week 

 That’s 20 minutes a day for 5 days to reach a benchmark!  

 READsquared will notify you when you reach a benchmark. Prizes can be picked up at the front desk. 

 TEEN/TWEEN (AGES 10-17) PRIZES: Read at least 1 book a week 

 Read & log 1 entire book to earn 2 prize slips. Prize slips will go into a gift card raffle. 

 1 pin will be given for every book read. No limit on the number of books read & logged each week.  

 3 gift cards will be given out each month for June and July. 

 Drawings will take place at the end of each month. Winners will be contacted at this time. 

 READsquared will notify you when you reach a benchmark. Raffle tickets can be picked up at the front desk. 

 ADULTS (18 & OLDER) PRIZES:  

 For each book you read, your name will be entered 1 time in a drawing for a prize. 

 You can enter multiple times each week, so long as the entire book has been read & entered. 

 Prize winners will be drawn the following Monday of each week, starting Monday, June 24. 

 READsquared will notify you when you reach a benchmark. Raffle tickets can be picked up at the front desk.

 Track minutes using the READsquared app. Visit http://whl.readsquared.com, the library’s website, or download the app for Android or Apple to sign up & get started.   

Paper logs are available if needed. 

 You can sign up just yourself or an entire family. Login to READsquared or download the app to log your minutes.   

 If you have an existing READsquared account from previous Summer or Winter Reading programs, sign up using that account.
